Day 1: Arrival in Paris

• Arrive at Paris Airport & Private Vehicle Transfer to Paris city hotel.

• Check in at the hotel & rest of the day is free at leisure after a long flight.

• Overnight in Paris.

Day 2: Père Lachaise Cemetery, Vintage Car Tour

• Morning, Experience a walking tour of the famous Père Lachaise Cemetery. 

A knowledgeable local guide will lead you through a maze of haunting yet 

romantic headstones and tombs including those of Jim Morrison, Balzac and 

Oscar Wilde – bedecked in vibrant kisses from hundreds of admirers.

• Post lunch, Panoramic tour of Paris in a Vintage Car. You’ll discover 

highlights like the Eiffel Tower, Louvre, Invalides, Montmartre, the Arc de 

Triomphe, and more, all while learning stories behind the sights.

• Overnight in Paris.

Day 3: Market Tour

• Today morning, Immerse yourself in the culinary tapestry of Paris, with an 

exploration of the Montorgueil Market in the charming Le Marais district. A 

charismatic Parisian guide, true connoisseurs of epicurean delights, will also 

generously share their cherished recipes, elevating your appreciation for 

French gastronomy to new heights.

• Afternoon is free at leisure.

• Overnight in Paris.
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Day 4: Paris to Strasbourg

• Checkout from Paris hotel & transfer to Gare de l'Est Train Station.

• Today you travel towards the East from Paris to Strasbourg on TGV INOUI 

high speed train (1hr 46 mins). Blending German and French characteristics, 

the Alsatian capital's culture, architecture and cuisine are quite unique.

• Check in your Strasbourg hotel.

• Afternoon, Experience the quaint town of Strasbourg on a guided walking 

tour. Highlights include the UNESCO-listed Grande Ile, impressive Cathedral 

of Notre Dame and the Palace of Rohan. Walk along cobblestone streets 

lined with half-timbered homes, see canals with covered bridges and 

explore the charming neighborhood of La Petite France.

• Overnight in Strasbourg.

Day 5: Vineyards & Wine Tasting

• On a full day excursion of the Alsace Wine Route, visit exclusive Grands

Crus vineyards and wineries. Grand Cru is a regional wine classification 

that indicates a vineyard's potential for producing high-quality wine. Your 

tour includes an introduction to the local grape varieties, and guided 

tastings in 3 selected wineries and a pleasant drive through the Alsace 

vineyards.

• Overnight in Strasbourg.
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Day 6: Colmar, Riquewihr, Haut-Koenigsbourg Castle

• Explore Alsace's Gems in a Day: Experience the stunning landscapes of the 

region, enchanting streets of Colmar's old town, Step back in time in the 

medieval village of Riquewihr, and delve into history at Haut Koenigsbourg

castle.

• Overnight in Strasbourg.

Day 7: Strasbourg to Beaune

• Checkout from Strabourg hotel & transfer to Train Station.

• Travel from Strasbourg to Beaune on TGV INOUI (approx. 3Hrs). This 

charming town is the Wine capital of Burgundy.

• Check in at your local hotel.

• Afternoon, Explore the surrounds on a walk: statue of Black Madonna at the 

Basilica, Place de la Halle – an open market where many traders sell fresh 

food products including organic food, admire the Gothic architecture at the 

Hospices de Beaune, etc.

• Overnight in Beaune.

Day 8: Cycle amidst Vineyards

• Today is an exciting day. Cycle on the famous bike path through the 

vineyards of Côte de Beaune. Stops includes picturesque villages & wine 

tastings at local wineries.

• Overnight in Beaune.
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Day 9: Beaune to Amboise

• Checkout from Beaune Hotel.

• A private vehicle will transfer you from Beaune to Amobise (approx. 4 hrs).

• Overnight in Amboise.

Day 10: Chateaux of Chenonceau, Chambord, Caves Ambacia

• Discover the UNESCO-listed landscapes of the Loire Valley, sample regional 

wines and visit two magnificent châteaux - Chambord and Chenonceau. 

Unique wine tasting inside a limestone cave tastings at Caves Ambacia.

• Overnight in Amboise.

Day 11: Free day

• Day is free at leisure. You may choose to visit the Château d'Amboise & the 

tomb of Leonardo Da Vinci. Adventure lovers can opt for a sunrise Hot Air 

Balloon ride.

• Overnight in Amboise.

Day 12: Fly back home

• Checkout from Amboise hotel.

• A private vehicle will transfer you to Paris Airport (approx. 3 hrs)
